The City partnered with Crux KC and spent nearly 
one year getting community feedback in person, in writing, 
at community events, at branding pop-ups, through surveys, 
and more.

The brand reflects many things that kept popping up when 
we talked to our community. The sun is a nod to our history 
as it reflects a similar sun you see in our historic City seal. 
The rolling green hills are included because so many of you 
talked about loving our parks and green spaces in Shawnee. 
You’ll notice they roll up towards the sun and to the right, 
showing our City’s movement and growth forward. We 
included when Shawnee was established, in 1856, because

When Can You Set-Off Fireworks?
•	 Fireworks may be legally set off within city limits 

between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m. on 
July 3 and July 4.

What Fireworks are NOT allowed?
•	 Bottle rockets, sky lanterns, and M80's

Where are Fireworks Prohibited?
•	 Within 150 feet from fireworks stands or gas pumps
•	 Within 1,000 feet from medical buildings, elder care 

facilities, public buildings, and schools
•	 Under, on, or from a vehicle
•	 Into a gathering of people
•	 Public property including parks, sidewalks, and 

streets
•	 Cemeteries
•	 Inside any building or structure

Where Can You Purchase Fireworks?
Fireworks will be sold in five locations throughout the 
City. One location in Wards 1, 2, and 3 and two locations 
in Ward 4. Visit cityofshawnee.org/fireworks for a list of 
locations. 

When Can You Purchase Fireworks?
City ordinance allows sales during the following dates 
and times.
•	 June 27 through July 5
•	 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. (hours may vary by location)

Safety Tips
•	 Always read and follow label instructions. 
•	 Keep fireworks away from small children. 
•	 Separate alcohol and fireworks and designate a  

“Sober Shooter”. 
•	 Keep an eye on your pets, especially if loud noises 

startle them. 
•	 Be considerate of veterans or anyone who may 

struggle with PTSD.
